Early Registration: By January 9, $85.00. 
Regular Registration: After January 9, $95.00 
 
Registration: All registrations must be made either online (best way), or by phone (Monday-Thursday, 9:00AM-3:30PM MDT), and paid in full 
either by a credit/debit card (Visa/MasterCard/Discover) or by a check draft (with your bank routing and account numbers). Register early to insure 
attendance, room selection, and rate availability. Refunds prior to Early Registration deadline will be subject to a $20.00 administrative fee. Refunds 
after Early Registration ends will be subject to a 50% cancellation fee. No refunds for cancellations after January 23. Registration transfers are 
allowed free of charge, but are the responsibility of the registrant. If unable to attend, the full amount may be receipted as a tax-deductible donation 
upon the request of the registrant prior to the event. A pre-conference information letter will be mailed to all registered guests approximately two 
weeks prior to the conference. 
 
Restrictions: There are just a few necessary registration restrictions. We appreciate your understanding. 1) Children: Mobile babies or children are 
not allowed in the ballroom. To be fair to all, we cannot make exceptions to this rule, either before or during the conferences. 2) Nursing Mothers: 
For mothers with infants (“lap babies” only, no crawlers), special seating near an exit and a nursing mothers area will be provided. If you have a 
nursing infant, we encourage you to consider bringing a family member or friend to watch your baby so you can enjoy the sessions without 
distraction. 3) Daughters: The minimum registration age is 14. Please be sensitive to the maturity of your child around other adults if you wish to 
register a daughter. Thank you. 
 
Hotel Information: After you have registered for a conference, be sure to call the hotel and reserve a room. Although we have blocked sufficient 
rooms based on prior reservation patterns, we cannot always guarantee availability of a room at the special conference low rates. Ask for the 
“WholeHearted Mother Conference” discounted room rate when you call to make your reservation, available Thursday through Sunday of the 
Conference weekend. Room reservations must be guaranteed with a credit card, but may be cancelled without penalty up to 24 hours prior to check-
in. You are responsible for making your own hotel reservation. Conference registration does not include the cost of a hotel room. There is a 
discounted $6.00 fee for overnight self-parking.
